Orford Conservation Commission
Minutes of the Meeting
April 15th, 2010

Members Present: Carl Schmidt, Tom Bubolz, Bry Beeson, Carl Cassel, Craig Putnam, and Robb Day.
Also present: Rachel Ruppel and Bruce Schwaegler.
	Carl S. motioned to approve March Minutes as read, Tom B. seconded, all were in favor.
	Bry opened up the discussion of the NRI with a discrepancy on a map.  The commission discussed roads including class six roadways.  Bry loaned Rachel an historical guide to old mill sites in Orford.  The OCC discussed the water body data needed for the NRI with Rachel.  Questions were raised over what criteria there were on water bodies.  Rachel felt that if the water body was important to the town it should be included.  Carl S. and Rachel went over historic farmsteads.  It was decided to put mention of these farmsteads in the text and not on the maps.  Carl S. suggested that the OCC give Rachel a tour of Orford to give her a better idea of the town.
	Bry brought up water testing for 2010.  Tom and Bry discussed what areas will be tested.  Bry felt that budget cuts may be in the OCC’s future and we should be prepared for them.  Tom will start testing in June.
	Bry updated the OCC on the Soper property.  A possible conservation buyer is in the works with the UVLT pending the Soper’s approval.
	Robb filled in the OCC on the status of the rechargeable battery recycling program and the upcoming bird walk on May 22nd.   
	Craig asked for an update on the logging on the Plante property, Carl had alerted the NHDES but has not heard back from them.
	Carl C. presented the invoices for the lawyer services from the trail easement and the Richmond Land.  They have been paid however the funds need to be released from the special conservation fund.
	Carl S. informed the OCC on interest in town to overturn the trail easement decision of Article 13 of the March town meeting.  Carl C. felt that it was unlikely to proceed very far.  Bruce addressed some of the concerns and made it known that he has no plans to develop the land on Indian Pond.
	Robb agreed to contact Sheri regarding placement of the OCC minutes on the town website.
	Bruce discussed his interest in subdividing a small non build able lot that includes his portion of the spillway dam at Indian Pond.  In order to achieve this he needs to have someone hold a conservation restriction deed in order to prevent any wastewater discharge on the property.  His hopes are to have an “association” own the lot at a later date which has an interest in the pond.  This deed can be held by a state or town government.  Bruce felt that the OCC could hold the deed.  Tom asked why the OCC would be willing to hold the deed.  Others were concerned with the monitoring of the deed.  Bruce will look into a couple of questions that members had and will report back to the OCC with more information.
	Tom B. motioned to elect Robb Day as Chair of the OCC and Anne Duncan Cooley as Vice-Chair, Craig seconded and five members were in favor and one against.
	Carl S. felt that the OCC needed a secretary and with the current vote this position was left vacant.
	Tom B. motioned to adjourn, Carl C. seconded, all were in favor.
