Minutes of the Meeting

March 18th, 2010

Carl Cassel motioned to approve the February 11th, 2010 meeting minutes, Carl S. seconded and all were in favor.


Paul Goundrey expressed interest in working with the Schwaeglers, the town, and the conservation commission on managing the Old Grimes Hill Road trail.


Rachel Ruppel could not attend this months meeting due to illness.  Bry pointed out a couple of errors on the aerial map that Rachel printed out for the OCC’s town meeting display.  It was agreed to point these out to Rachel at the next meeting.  


Carl S. presented to the OCC the work he had compiled regarding the historical information needed for the NRI.  The Data included the Historic District map, historic farmsteads and other historic sites such as mill sites and old quarries.  OCC members debated and added some historic farmsteads in town that were missing on Carl’s list.  Paul suggested mapping out the old schoolhouses and John and Bry discussed the corrected road map needed for the NRI.  Tom will be working on Orford’s water bodies and Carl C., Bry and Anne will call a few more farms for the Agricultural Data Sheets.

The recent town meeting was discussed and Bry read an e-mail from the Schwaeglers thanking the OCC for all of its work in helping to pass article 13.  Bry was contacted by residents who wished to help manage the trail.  Carl C. mentioned some pending funding ideas for management of the trail.


On April 8th the Grafton County Conservation District Annual Meeting will be held and Bruce Schwaegler will be speaking.  Bry mentioned that he would attend and asked if anyone else would like to attend.


Anne spoke about future outreach projects.  A spring topic has yet to be decided on and a meeting date will be set to discuss this.  Future topics include a possible collaboration between the OCC and the Historical Society.


Carl C. mentioned the new town treasurer, John Adams, would like a letter from the OCC to approve the release of funds to pay legal bills regarding the trail easement.  Carl will bring the paperwork to the next meeting.

Anne mentioned the “Saving Special Places” conference being held and suggested that all who are interested should attend.


OCC elections were put off until next meeting.  Anne, Robb and Craig will form a nominating committee to deal with possible candidates.


Tom motioned to adjourn, Anne seconded and all were in favor.
