Driveway Access Regulations:

Tom agreed to give them to Charlie and ask him to meet with Planning Board to discuss.  Once regulations are finalized a public hearing will be scheduled.

Subdivision Regulations:

Vickie brought a suggested change to section 11.02 to clarify.   Andy said every lot should have a test pit agreed this need to be made clearer and to firm up lot size break points.  Tom said all bases should be covered and land owner can ask for a waiver for special cases.  Ann it should be noted to update this section at the next review of regulations.  Vickie added that a subdivision work shop would be beneficial and to ask a certified septic installer to come talk.  Vickie will follow up on work shop, information to be retained for next regulation update.
