Orford Selectmen Minutes

January 30, 2008

Selectmen Present:  Paul Goundrey, Paul Dalton and Peter Dooley

Others Present:  James Hook, Paul Carriero, Robert Palifka, Herbert Verry, Bry Beeson, Carol Friedrich, Cicely Richardson and Sheri Clifford

The meeting was called to order at 5:03 pm by Paul Goundrey.

Mr. Palifka outlined what information he had for the Capital Reserve Fund and it was agreed that they committee would meet with the Board Tuesday, February 5, 2008 at 5:00 pm to discuss revisions and updates.

There was discussion on the replacement schedule for equipment and suggestions on how to best schedule replacements without having large purchases take place two consecutive years.  Mr. Palifka will have a new schedule at the next meeting.
It was agreed that the Public Hearing on February 13, 2008 at 7:00 pm at the Town Office in the Niles Room.  This notice will be posted at the Town Office and the Orford Post Office.

Bry Beeson, representing himself, addressed the Board regarding his request to submit a warrant article at Town Meeting to have the Richmond Conservation Land put into a conservation easement with the Upper Valley Land Trust at no cost to the Town.  After a brief discussion the Board asked P. Dalton to contact Mr. Waugh, attorney, to review the wording of the warrant article.  A motion was made to have this warrant in the 2008 annual report to be voted on by the public, the motion passed.
 Rep. Carol Friedrich addressed the Board regarding the Grafton County Jail proposal and requested their opinions.  She gave a brief outline comparing the cost and design with the Strafford County Jail.  A memo was distributed outlining the anticipated additional operation costs that showed a total increase of $4,287,924 in addition to the 3.3 million that is now being paid which would bring the total operational cost to 7.5 million dollars.
A motion was made and seconded to request that Rep. Carol Friedrich and Rep. James Aguiar vote against the proposal as written at this time.  The motion passed.

Rep. Friedrich was also concerned that a study was not done to utilize alternative energy in the new buildings to conserve energy and save money on electricity and asked the Boards opinion on this matter as well.
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A motion was made and seconded endorsing the consideration of alternative energy in any municipal structure that may be built in the future.  The motion passed.
P. Goundrey reported that he spoke with Barry Cox, Local Government Center, regarding the pay and classification study and that the Board should receive a draft in the next two weeks, P. Goundrey will contact Mr. Cox next week to check on the progress and request that the study be completed prior to town meeting.

P. Goundrey distributed a draft of the Selectmen Report for the annual report, the Board will review and have a final draft at the next meeting.

P. Dalton addressed the e-mail from Mr. McSorley, DRA regarding the proposed assessment contract and his suggestions to incorporate some of the DRA’s proposed items.  He will review the latest contract from Purvis and report back to the Board at the next meeting.
The meeting adjourned at 7:43 pm.
