February 13, 2008

The meeting was called to order at 5:00 pm by Paul Goundrey.

P. Goundrey gave C. Waterbury a draft of the job descriptions from the Pay and Classification Study for the highway department for review and asked that he list any comments, corrections or additions and return the sheet by February 20, 2008.

P. Goundrey explained the proposed change in the vehicle replacement schedule and asked Waterbury if he purchased a one-ton truck in 2009, one year sooner, could the replacement be changed with a warranty for 7-years.  Waterbury stated that a 7-year warranty was not offered on the smaller trucks, but was willing to try the 7-year replacement schedule.

C. Waterbury reviewed the highway budget with the Board and felt the changes were reasonable and that he could work within the proposed budget.

The minutes of the February 5, 2008 were approved as corrected.

P. Goundrey discussed the draft of the Pay and Classification study and briefly reviewed with the Board town comparisons with regards to vacations, sick time, holidays, health and dental insurance with favorable conclusions.

Chief Gray spoke with the Board about Ms. McGovern and her incident with a log truck on Piermont Heights Road; she was unable to attend the meeting due to weather.  Chief Gray talked with Ms. McGovern and the driver of the log truck about the incident and P. Dalton will call and follow-up with Ms. McGovern.
The Board adjourned to the Niles room for the Public Hearing at 7:00 pm and resumed the regular meeting at 7:39 pm.

The Board reviewed the annual report and discussed the Trustee of Trust Funds report.
