Orford Selectmen Minutes

September 10, 2008

Selectmen Present:  Paul Goundrey and Paul Dalton

Also present:  John Bouzoun, Cicely Richardson, Charlie Waterbury, David Bischoff, Officer Cashin, John Richardson, Larry Duffy, Chief Pauline Fields (Lyme), James Cramton, Paula Pomeroy, Justin Adams, Bruce and Sarah Schwaegler and Sheri Clifford

The meeting was called to order at 5:00 pm by Paul Goundrey.

P. Goundrey wanted to thank Charlie Waterbury and the Highway Department for all of their work with the handicap ramp.

D. Bischoff was present to know why the Quinttown (Mousley) Bridge has not been repaired and when it would be repaired.  Waterbury stated that due to extreme wet weather construction was delayed and is now investigating if the paint of the steel beams was lead paint.  Bischoff asked if Mr. Tullar should contact Waterbury for clearance to cross the bridge in order to fertilize the fields beyond.  Waterbury will to go to Mr. Tullar himself and speak with him.  He also explained the process for rebuilding the bridge in the spring of 2009.

C. Waterbury reported:

-the mowing is now complete

-burying the gas line and installing a drain around the handicap ramp will be done the week of September 15th
-suggested having one driveway and leveling out the parking lot, he asked that this be brought before the residence at the next Town Meeting

-paving will be done on Town Shed Road soon

-informed the Board that the excavator parked at the sand pit owned by Hammond Lumber was vandalized and is currently under investigation

Officer Cashin reported on:

- his and Richardson’s review of the IACP packet and gave the Board written comments
-spoke with a retired Lebanon Police Officer who is interested in the temporary part-time position, Officer Cashin will gather more information and get it to the Board next week

-the Ford Explorer is having the muffler repaired and electric issues resolved and will be out of commission for a few weeks

5:50 pm Closed Session entered to discuss a personnel matter.

5:55 pm Open Session resumed.  Action taken by Board.  Minutes sealed by Board.

J. Crampton introduced himself and said that he is interested in assisting in a volunteer manner when the fiber optic cable is installed and other computer issues.  Sheri will call C. Davenport from Topsham Telephone to introduce Jeff to him.  Goundrey suggested he contact J. Benedict who will be introducing a list serve for the town.
Chief Fields told the Board that Lyme Selectmen, Simon Carr would be drafting a letter regarding the study on shared services and contracting with Lyme for limited police services which they should receive soon.

P. Goundrey wanted to recognize and thank P. Dalton for all  the work that he has done above and beyond what is expected while the Board is minus one Selectmen.
The Minutes of the September 3, 2008 meeting were approved as corrected.

The Board discussed:

- VT Forestry and their excavation at the log yard.  P. Dalton referred to RSA 71B with regards to extraction of earth, taxing and requirement of a permit and extraction fee and notice of intent prior to any excavation.  He discovered that the enforcement was through the DRA and asked that Clifford contact DRA and ask the proper action to be taken.

-there has been no response from Mr. Keefe regarding permits and asked Clifford to call DES and inquire if he is complying with the State.

- response from the Town with regards to the open position of Selectmen.  J. Bouzoun has attended several meeting and gave a letter of interest to the Board he also ran for Selectmen and received many votes.  P. Tse sent an e-mail stating that if needed he would be willing to help and the Board contacted Esther Marsh to ask if she would be interested due to her financial background and she stated that she would be honored.  Terry Martin was also contacted, but declined at this time.
A call to John Bouzoun inquiring of his interest.

A motion was made and seconded to appoint John Bouzoun to the Board position left vacant by Peter Dooley until the Town Meeting, March 2009.  The motion passed.

At 7:00 pm the Board recessed to a Public Hearing in the Niles Room.

At 7:16 pm the Board resumed the regular meeting.

The Board reviewed the budget as of August 31, 2008.  They were concerned with the figures for the Fire Department and anticipate his exceeding the budget and asked that a letter be drafted to Chief Dennis asking that he come before the Board before any major purchase is made.

P. Goundrey and P. Dalton updated J. Bouzoun on the different departments; completing the handicap ramp; the search for a new Police Chief and preparing for the 2009 budget.

7:55 pm Open Session resumed.  Action taken by Board.  Minutes sealed by Board.

The Board also discussed the property of Rodney Taylor on Route 25A and need to know if that property is being used as a log yard.

The meeting adjourned at 8:40 pm.
