SELECTBOARD MINUTES

February 4, 2009

Members Present:  Paul Goundrey, Paul Dalton and John Bouzoun

Others Present:  Chief Kilmer, Tom Steketee, Jim Hook and Sheri Clifford

The meeting was called to order at 5:00 pm by Paul Goundrey.

Chief Kilmer handed out an activity summary for the month of January and answered questions on traffic stops, theft and other investigations.  Kilmer also reported on:

· The 2009 Traffic Safety Grant has been approved

· He is also writing other grants and applying for a matching fund grant for stop sticks for the 2010 budget

· Reimbursement for the bullet proof vests should be received this month

· Attended a Grafton County Chief’s meeting

· Fuel card rates are fixed at $2.09/gallon for all state pumps.  They will only use the cards on an as needed basis

· Excuted a search warrant for drugs found in a vehicle

· Patterson case is set to go, indictments will be issued this week

· Assault case is progressing and indictements should be issued next month
· Investigating an fraud case that may turn out to be a felony case

5:16 pm, the Board voted to enter into closed session to discuss a personnel matter

5:30 pm, Open session resumed.  Action taken by Board.  Minutes sealed by Board.

The Board reviewed the 2009 recommended appropriations, estimated revenues and warrant articles.  There was a brief discussion on broadband cable access via Topsham Telephone and WCNH.  

J. Bouzoun asked what the Grant Agreement for rewriting the Hazardous Mitigation Plan would cost the Town.  Goundrey stated he spoke with T. Surprenant and it will be reported “in kind” or at no cost to the Town.
The minutes of the January 29, 2009 meeting were approved as amended.

P. Goundrey reported on his telephone conversation with Jeff Blecharczyk, DES Wetland Bureau regarding Porter Miller’s property and rebuilding on Upper Baker Pond Road.  Blecharczyk will inspect the property if the building has increased in living space.  Goundrey also spoke with a subsurface compliance supervisor at DES and explained the situation of rebuilding after extensive fire damage and demolition of the camp.  He stated that construction should not have started prior to permits being obtained and as Health Officers the Board can order a cease and desist order.

P. Dalton asked T. Steketee where the permit process stands.  Steketee stated that they will be digging a test pit and then submit for a permit.  The house that is under construction does not require a comprehensive shoreline protection waiver, but does require a subsurface permit for septic design.

The Board recessed the regular meeting at 7:00 pm for the Public Hearing on the 2009 Budget.

The regular meeting reconvened at 8:40 pm.

Goundrey will contact the town attorney to have the papers drawn up immediately.
