Meeting Minutes

April 15, 2009

The meeting was called to order at 5:00 pm by J. Bouzoun.

The minutes of April 8, 2009 were approved as amended.

The Public Hearing minutes of April 8, 2009 were approved as written.

The Board reviewed a letter from G. Porter Miller requesting for permission to complete the exterior (roof and siding) on his home that was partially destroyed by a fire in November 2008 on Upper Baker Pond Road.  After discussion the Board determined that the permission was not theirs to give.  Mr. Miller needed to make his request to the New Hampshire Department of Environmental Services.  J. Bouzoun will write a letter from the Board to Mr. Miller informing him of this.
The Board discussed a letter from Chief Kilmer regarding a donation of $200.  He would like to apply the $200 to the Town’s portion of the stop stick grant.  The Board approved the request.

P. Dalton reported on the following:

· Planning Board fees collected from applicants per RSA 673:16 may need to be held in a separate account.  Paul will research this and he will also speak with Carl Cassel, Treasurer, about it.

· An employee safety committee will be formed after David Witham, PRIMEX Director of Risk Management, meets with him and S. Clifford on April 21st.

· Has not prepared a report on the hole located on a property on Route 10.

· Reviewed the Legislative Bulletin and felt the only area of concern was in the general revenue sharing from the state.

D. Perry asked if he could schedule a time on the next week’s selectboard agenda to update the Board on WCNH.  Perry is scheduled for 6:15pm on April 22nd.

S. Clifford reported on the following:

· The 2008 audit was complete.  The auditors felt that the Town records had improved significantly. The auditors were able to make the necessary 
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· April 15th is the last day to accept property inventory forms.  Any received or post marked after the 15th will be considered late.

· The Selectmen’s office will be closed Friday, April 17th and Wednesday, April 22nd.  The Selectmen’s meeting will however be held at 5:00 pm.

· Informed the Board of the parking lot being swept while vehicles were parked in the lot.  Asked if notice could be given when the work was to take place or have those in the Town Office informed so vehicles can be moved and not damaged.
J. Bouzoun reported on the following:

· Received an e-mail from Ann Green offering to assist with preparing Welfare Guidelines for the Town.  

The Board is reviewing a draft of welfare guidelines and asked that Green be contacted to review the final document.  S. Clifford will contact Green.

· FEMA’s Elevation Certificate and the Floodproofing Certificate have both been revised.  The new forms can be obtained from the FEMA website, www.floods.org.
· Upper Valley Lake Sunapee Regional Planning Commission (UVLSRPC) will sponsor a public discussion on May 7th at 6:00 pm at the Howe Library in Hanover, NH regarding What role should your community have in regulating large groundwater withdrawals?  Bouzoun plans to attend the discussion.

· UVLSRPC is organizing a Regional forum to discuss GIS and other mapping and information technologies.  The forum will take place on April 22nd at 7:30 pm in the Mayer Room of the Howe Library in Hanover, NH.

The Board discussed a letter from the Town Clerk regarding budget items for the Town Clerk and another letter regarding payments being made on delinquent taxes and to continue in the same manner.  J. Bouzoun will meet with the Town Clerk regarding these matters.

P. Dalton discussed the Video Franchise Agreement for Topsham Telephone; he reviewed two franchise agreements, one from Enfield, NH and the other from Hanover, NH.  Dalton will contact Charlie Davenport, Topsham Telephone, to review cost, extending the service, and maintaining general liability insurance.  He will e-mail a draft of the agreement to Board members for review.
The meeting adjourned at 7:35 pm.
