Meeting Minutes

June 3, 2009

MEMBERS PRESENT:  John Bouzoun, Paul Dalton, Tom Steketee

OTHERS PRESENT:  Chief Kilmer, Dr. Martin Marino, Larry Duffy

The meeting was called to order at 5:00 pm by J. Bouzoun.

M. Marino told the Board about his inspection of the Town Office basement where he discovered a potential hazard of mold and debris that was subject to mold and mildew.  He recommended that testing should be done to determine mold levels for a remedial treatment; however, the best solution was to get and keep the basement dry.

The Board discussed the importance of dealing with this problem immediately and possible solutions and funding to cover the cost.  It was agreed that Steketee contact Tri-State Basement, Inc. to schedule an inspection and give a free estimate of the potential cost.  The Board also asked S. Clifford to research who could clean out the debris that is presently in the basement.

Chief Kilmer reported on the following:

· Reviewed May statistics that included 247 calls to the Police Department

· The video camera has been installed in the Crown Victoria cruiser and working well

· The radar equipment in the Ford Explorer cruiser has been repaired

· New pagers have been received and are working well in all areas of town

· Discovered that the detail pay ordinance for the Town requires updating

· Money from the bullet proof vest grant has been received

· Safety Fair at the Rivendell Middle School went well and has received positive feed-back

· Will attend traffic control training on June 11th
· Completing departmental inventory

· Met with Local Government Center representative, Travis Horn regarding the wellness grant and he will require a letter of support from the Board

· Sent out a press release to thank Lyme Police Department for responding to an emergency that resulted in saving a life
· Graduation details have been scheduled.

J. Bouzoun asked that Chief Kilmer be prepared, in the future, to respond to the question; does the Town of Orford require two police officers and two police cruisers?
P. Dalton reported that the two requests for variances from J. Barrett will need to be reviewed by the Planning Board; they will make a recommendation to the Selectboard to either approve or deny.
S. Clifford reported on the following:
· The Employee Handbook requires review this month

· Has contacted town departments to request an equipment inventory be done and a copy kept in the town office

· Hired a custodian for the Town Office

P. Dalton stated that he will send Attorney Fulton copies of Attorney Waugh’s e-mails regarding land conservation.

The minutes of May 27, 2009 were approved as amended.

The Board will meet at 4:00 pm on Wednesday, June 17, 2009 to review and determine timber yield taxes.  The change in meeting times will be posted at the Town Office and Orford Post Office.

L. Duffy asked if the Board could speak with someone from the Department of Transportation regarding the clean-up of sand on Bridge Street and also the trash that has collected in the drains at the Orford/Fairlee Bridge.  J. Bouzoun agreed to contact someone from the state regarding this request.

T. Steketee wanted to thank the Highway Department for their work at Upper Baker Pond Road.

The meeting adjourned at 7:00 pm.
