Meeting Minutes

October 21, 2009

MEMBERS PRESENT:  John Bouzoun, Paul Dalton, Tom Steketee

OTHERS PRESENT:  Brad McCormack, Jennifer Hebb, Tim Hebb, Melinda Ricker, Nathaniel Tullar and Sheri Clifford

The meeting was called to order at 6:05 pm by John Bouzoun.

J. Bouzoun stated that the purpose of the meeting was to determine how much sand the playground committee was going to need for their town community playground project, and for the Board to decide if they would approve the request.  Charlie Waterbury had informed the Board the previous week that he had been asked about removing 500 to 1500 yards of sand from the Town sand pit.  The Board had discussed that 1500 yards was excessive and wanted to speak directly with the committee.
J. Hebb said that the 1500 yards was an incorrect figure.  The Board was under the impression the last time they met with the Playground Committee there would be the need for “some” sand, a truckload or two, of sand would be needed from the town pit.
N. Tullar clarified that there would be about 1500 yards of top soil removed and traded for labor, gravel and trucking.  Tullar used an area of 80 feet by 170 feet and 1 foot deep to calculate the need for approximately 500 cubic yards of sand.  Tullar said that he felt that at the very most 500 yards would be more than enough.  The Board discussed the request and approved letting the committee have an amount of sand, not to exceed 500 yards for the project.  Bouzoun asked that they keep track of the amount of sand they use and be judicious in its use.  The committee agreed to do that.
P. Dalton stated the area that is delineated at the site by grade stakes still seems close to the Perry property.  J. Hebb said that they haven’t had to opportunity to move the area closer to the boat landing as they had agreed to do in a prior meeting.

P. Dalton felt the 500 yards was a better estimate, but felt that they would require less due to the amount of sand he thinks they will find under the loam.

T. Steketee said that because this is a town project which the Board is fully supporting, and, not for someone’s personal use, he felt that their use of sand was a non-issue.

J. Bouzoun asked that they keep the Board informed so they can better answer any questions about the project from residents.

The meeting adjourned at 6:30 pm.
