The meeting was called to order at 5:00 pm by J. Bouzoun.
L. Mack spoke to the Board about her concern that the revised amounts allotted for Training and Seminars in the Town Clerk and Tax Collector budgets were too low.  If she and her deputies decide they should attend all three days of the scheduled seminars there simply won’t be enough funds to cover the amount. 

The Board stated that if Mack and her Deputy Town Clerk need to attend the three-day seminar the cost will be covered.  The Board decided to change the amount for Training and Seminars within the Tax Collector budget to the requested amount.

S. Clifford reported that Dennis Monroe, a former road agent and resident of Orford, asked that the Board be made aware of the fact that he felt the Highway Department was doing an outstanding job.  
Clifford also has received many inquiries as to when the town will put out a bid for mowing.  The Board stated that the bid would go out before the end of February.

J. Bouzoun asked that the Board meet every Wednesday evening until the Town Meeting.  The Board agreed.

Bouzoun went on to discuss an e-mail from the New Hampshire Retirement System regarding legislation that has been introduced, which, if enacted, may have a cost impact on employers.  He will continue to update that Board throughout the legislative session e-mail notices.  
Bouzoun asked Clifford to schedule a meeting to discuss employee evaluations with C. Waterbury and Chief on February 17th.

The Board recessed at 6:25 pm for the Public Hearing to discuss the 2010 Budget.

The Board resumed the regular meeting at 7:55 pm.

The Board discussed the ISO ratings and requirements for fire engine certification.  T. Steketee will gather more information regarding certification.
After discussion the Board adjusted the Fire Department budget as follows:

· Equipment to $9,000

· Compressor to $200

· Radios to $1,500

The Board asked Clifford to confirm the allocated amount for Dispatch for 2010 with Hanover.

The meeting adjourned at 8:30 pm.
