Meeting Minutes

March 3, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 5:00 pm by J. Bouzoun.

C. Cassel explained the two payments Rivendell billed the Town for are corrections on the Rivendell Chief Financial Officer’s part.  The first bill can be paid as submitted from 2009 funds.  However, the omission for 2008 will require assistance from the auditors on how to release those funds.
T. Thomson asked why the Board placed an article in the town report for a new one-ton truck for the highway department when the truck was purchased in 2005 and the warranty is good until December 2011.  He encouraged the Board to pass over this article.  The Board discussed the fact that in the future vehicle replacement schedules should include the year purchased and warranty schedule.  The Board will recommend that this article be passed over at town meeting.

The minutes of February 24, 2010 were approved as amended.

B. Beeson asked if the Conservation Commission could use the town mailing permit to send out a post card.  The Board agreed.

P. Dalton reviewed the proposed 2010 budget power point presentation for town meeting.  He also mentioned a check that has come in to the Planning Board for subdivision applications.  He will speak with the Treasurer to set up a separate account per RSA 673:16II(c).  Dalton spoke about highway mutual aid with local towns and will ask Charlie Waterbury to research the matter further.

T. Steketee distributed Orford Selectboard Goals with regard to the Orford Volunteer Fire Department (OVFD), asking for Board comments.  The Board reviewed the goals, made changes, and agreed the next step was to review the list with Arthur Dennis.
The Board agreed to meet on March 17, 2010 to open and review mowing bids for 2010.
J. Bouzoun asked how the Emergency Operation Center functioned during the recent storm.  P. Dalton kept in touch with Michael Gilbert, Emergency Management Director, and attended meetings on Saturday and Sunday, March 6th and 7th, while the Emergency Operation Center was opened.  Sunday the highway department and fire department assisted by checking on those residents still without power.
The meeting adjourned at 8:05 pm.
