Meeting Minutes

April 14, 2010

MEMBERS PRESENT:  John Bouzoun, Paul Dalton, Tom Steketee

OTHERS PRESENT:  Charlie Waterbury, Chief Kilmer, Cicely Richardson, Bill Slayton, John Adams, Arthur Dennis, Mark Blanchard, Sheri Clifford

The meeting was called to order at 5:00 pm by J. Bouzoun.

C. Waterbury began by answering a question about a vehicle inspection.  He explained that it was an inspection for 3 trucks not 3 hours of work.  He also reported on the FEMA meeting he and Chief Kilmer attended in Plymouth about possible FEMA funds for cleanup of the February storm.  As long there are proper records for work done and time worked the town will be reimbursed.  Waterbury is also looking into refunds for tree damage on the common through FEMA.  Waterbury and Chief Kilmer advised that the money received from FEMA, if any must be used to reimburse the department that incurred the costs.
J. Bouzoun asked how much longer the town roads will be posted with weight limits.  Waterbury stated at least one more week as the frost isn’t completely out of the roads yet.

Bouzoun discussed town bridges and culverts that are red listed by the state and that he has asked Ruggles Engineering to submit paperwork for permitting to replace the Mousley Bridge and arrange to have the paint removed from beams that the town purchased for this job.  The Board expressed an interest in viewing all of the town bridges and culverts, Waterbury and Chief Kilmer will meet the Board on Monday, April 19th at 9:30 am to view all town bridges.
C. Waterbury and Chief Kilmer requested to attend a conference sponsored by Primex on May 12th and 13th.  The Board agreed.

Chief Kilmer distributed Police Department monthly statistics, a press release and vehicle mileage report.  He reported that the installation of equipment was being done on the new cruiser and to date the cost is between $1,200 and $1,500 under budget.  A grant for state-wide DWI enforcement to be performed three weekends this summer has been approved.  Kilmer discussed a theft at Rivendell Academy and a streetlight complaint at the middle school.
Bill Slayton, River Valley Landscaping, was awarded the 2010 mowing contract for the town.  Slayton introduced himself to the Board and discussed his schedule for mowing 
and asked for contact information for work done at the Community Field.  The Board told Slayton that John O’Brien is the point of contact for the Community Field.  Slayton and the Board signed the 2010 mowing contract.

The Board discussed the possibility of FEMA reimbursement with Arthur Dennis for the February storm.  Dennis reported that the Fire Department has responded to sixteen calls so far this year and participated in an ambulance training earlier this month.  T. Steketee asked Dennis to reply to the NH Fish & Game Department regarding the installation of a dry hydrant at the boat landing.

J. Adams, Treasurer and M. Blanchard, Trustee of Trust Funds discussed how best to handle funds received for the Playground and Walking Trail.  State law requires that both funds be managed by the Treasurer and may not exist as private checking accounts.  Adams gave the Board a draft of a deposit form and request for payment form to deal with these accounts.  The Board decided that both of these funds will be separate accounts under the Parks and Playground Committee.
Adams reported that the Auditors found that the Conservation Commission was overpaid by $14,000 and the funds will be returned to the General Fund.  He said that all Treasurer records, reports, computer and files will be kept at the Town Office and he will be in the office every Tuesday.  Adams requested that he purchase a keyboard and back-up hard drive for his computer, the Board agreed.

The minutes of March 24, 2010 were approved as amended.

P. Dalton asked about plans to improve the Town Clerks office to comply with the New Hampshire Department of Labor directives.  T. Steketee said the Inspector Roy approved the plans and Todd Spayth submitted a quote to do the necessary work.

A motion was made to accept Todd Spayth’s quote and begin work in the Town Clerk’s office.  The motion passed.

J. Bouzoun suggested the Board establish a revolving list of contractors for Town projects.  The Board agreed.

The Board discussed an e-mail from Attorney Waugh regarding the Orford Fire Department.

The meeting adjourned at 8:25 pm.
