I.  Call Meeting:
The meeting was opened at 5:00 pm.

II.  Assessor Report – Steve Allen
S. Allen reported that he had spoken with a land owner on Prettyman Road regarding a letter questioning his assessment. The property owner was satisfied with the information given and will wait until the re-evaluation is complete and the new assessment is available.

Allen continues to work on the statistical update.  He will do one final field review of the town to be sure Avitar data is correct.

A.  Reports – Tom Steketee

T. Steketee reported that he has not received an inventory of town owned equipment from the Fire Department.  He will draft a letter to the Chief requesting the inventory.

Steketee updated the Board on work being done in the Town Clerk’s office.  Inspector Roy, NH Department of Labor requested to be informed when the upgrade is complete.
B.  Reports – John Bouzoun
J. Bouzoun reported that he discovered that the Fire Department has renewed their non-profit status with the state.  He distributed a draft of a letter to the Fire Chief explaining RSA 154:1-b II and the requirement to change the name of their organization.
Bouzoun suggested that an ADHOC committee be formed to review the purchase of a new fire truck.  The Board will discuss this matter at a future meeting.

C.  Reports – Paul Dalton

P. Dalton reviewed the draft of the 2009 audit and asked that the auditors be informed.

He also reported on a meeting with Treasurer John Adams and former treasurer Carl Cassel regarding the cash flow status and the transfer of money to the Trustee of Trust Funds.

Dalton suggested delaying the second quarter employee safety meeting pending the completion of renovations in the Town Clerk’s office.  The Board agreed.

D.  Reports – Sheri Clifford

S. Clifford reported on a phone conversation with Attorney Sanderson, Local Government Center, regarding RSA requirements for meeting minutes.

The Board asked Clifford to see if there was a requirement to announce that meetings were being recorded and that draft minutes be sent to all Board members.
