Meeting Minutes

July 14, 2010

I.  Call Meeting
The meeting was called to order at 5:00 pm.

II.  Charlie Waterbury – Road Agent Report
Waterbury reported: that the one-ton truck has been ordered; the curbs for the bridge on Quinttown Road over Jacobs Brook will be done and installed the following week; culverts have been replaced on Orfordville Road and one with be replaced on Archertown Road the following day.  Waterbury shared an information packet with the Board from HEB Engineering.  They reviewed the bridges in town that are red listed and would like to meet with the Board in August to discuss a bridge improvement plan.  
Steketee asked Waterbury about proper signage at Upper Baker Pond stating no alcohol or camping at the beach area.  Waterbury stated that he has purchased at least 6 signs for each ordinance and they quickly disappear.  He suggested that a paper notice be placed on the bulletin board instead.  The Board agreed and asked Waterbury to order paper signs to be placed at the beach area bulletin board.

Chief Kilmer – Police Report
Chief Kilmer distributed a monthly statistics report and stated that typically, during the summer season, it has been an extremely busy month.  

The Board went into executive session at 5:23 pm to discuss a legal matter.

The Board resumed the regular meeting at 5:30 pm.

David Bischoff
Bischoff asked the Board about the status of Mousley Bridge replacement.

Bouzoun stated that they are still waiting for Ruggles Engineering to submit plans.  Bouzoun went on to explain where the abutments would be placed, material cost and placement of the beams.

Jeanie Forrester
Forrester introduce herself to the Board as she is running for NH State Senate.  She briefly discussed her reasons for running for office and her interest in seeing that New Hampshire small towns be properly recognized.
Vicki Schwaegler also stated that she is running for State Representative and how she has been monitoring Grafton County and reports her findings on her computer blog.

III.  Approval of Minutes
The minutes of June 23, 2010 were approved as amended.

Carl Schmidt – Orford’s 250th Anniversary
Schmidt wanted to bring to the Board’s attention the fact that Orford was chartered in 1761 and founded in 1765 and celebrations will be forthcoming.  Other area towns will be celebrating their charters July 4, 2011 and he hoped that Orford would work together with Fairlee, VT on a group celebration.  Schmidt also shared past celebrations and asked that the Board inform town residents of the 250th anniversary of being founded and ask that committees be formed to organize a celebration that would take place in 2015.  The Board endorsed Schmidt’s recommendation and asked him to draft a formal announcement for the Board’s signature.  Schmidt agreed.
VII.  Old Business

A.  Reports – John Bouzoun
Bouzoun asked Steketee if there had been a response from Chief Dennis regarding the letter sent to him stating the need to change the name of the fire department.  Steketee stated that he had not been able to deliver the letter to him yet.  The Board agreed to re-draft the letter and send it certified mail with an August 2nd deadline.  Bouzoun shared a photo of the sign advertising the fire department’s annual flea market.  Bouzoun stated that the sign was illegal due to the name and as stated the funds from the flea market should come to the town.  Bouzoun will contact the Secretary of State and ask if they can require a name change.  He will report back to the Board at the next meeting.
The Board drafted a second letter to Chief Dennis requiring him to supply the Board with an inventory of town-owned property from the fire department.  The deadline for receipt of this inventory will be August 2, 2010.

Bouzoun explained the mileage spread sheet that he drafted with monthly meter readings from the highway department.  He also asked if the Board would attend a training session on Election Law.  The Board agreed to attend the August 26th training in Lebanon, NH.

The Board reviewed a letter from Louise Mack, Tax Collector, regarding 2007 unpaid taxes and deeding property over to the Town.  After a discussion the Board spoke with Mack who explained that the town is deeded property from unpaid taxes two years and one day after a lien is placed on the property if the taxes are not paid.  The Board was unable to discover proper procedure once they accepted such a deed and agreed to request guidance from the town attorney.  Dalton will contact Attorney Waugh and report back to the Board.

The Board decided to review the employee handbook at a meeting to be held July 21, 2010, 9:00 am to 11:00 am.
