I.  Call Meeting to Order
The meeting was called to order at 5:00 pm.

II.  Charlie Waterbury – Road Agent Report
Waterbury reported that roadside mowing has begun and debris from the recent micro-burst is being kept at the town pit until he can find someone to haul it away.

Bouzoun asked if the curbs have been placed on the Quinttown Bridge.  Waterbury stated that he is waiting for them.

Chief Kilmer – Police Department Report
The Chief shared thank you cards sent to the Police Department and stated that his computer is down and may need to be replaced.  The estimated replacement cost is between $1,300 and $1, 500.

Ed Bergeron – H.E. Bergeron Engineers
Bergeron stated that he has met with Charlie Waterbury to review the bridges in town that are presently red listed.  His company is willing to assist the town with signing up for the Bridge Aid Program and/or the Advanced Construction Program, ranking the bridges for maintenance or replacement, and addressing state design standards.  Bergeron suggested he review the next bridge inspection reports with Waterbury and suggest how best to address the situation.  The town is under no obligation or charged for services until a contract is signed.
The Board will contact Mr. Bergeron when the bridge inspection reports are received.

Carl Schmidt – 250 Celebration Notice
Schmidt reviewed the draft celebration notice with the Board.  With slight changes the Board approved the notice.  The celebration notice will be sent to resident the week of August 16th.
The Board went into executive session at 5:55 pm to discuss a legal matter.

The Board resumed the regular meeting at 6:20 pm.

III.  Approval of July 28, 2010 Minutes
The minutes of July 28, 2010 were approved as amended.

The closed session minutes of July 28, 2010 were approved as written.

IV.  Old Business
Steketee reported that he spoke with Attorney Waugh regarding the Fire Department and Attorney Waugh will be contacting the State Fire Marshall then report back to the Board.

Following a discussion regarding the Fire Department, the Board decided if options with the State Fire Marshall, Town Attorney and Fire Department Attorney are exhausted they would proceed to Superior Court to resolve the issue with the name of the Fire Fighters Association.

Steketee asked if the Fire Department had filed any incident reports for the year.  No reports have been received; therefore, Steketee will draft a letter to the Fire Chief requesting copies of incident reports.

Clifford reported that she applied for a safety grant with Primex and was awarded the grant.  The money will be used for a ladder and lighting on the handicap ramp.
