I. Call Meeting to Order
The meeting was called to order at 4:05 pm.

Warrant Article & Town Report Review
The Board discussed placing an article in the town report to contribute $2,500 to the 4th of July fireworks.  This will go into the report without the recommendation of the Board.
In order to finalize the budget, the amount appropriated to the Free Library was discussed.  It was decided to increase the appropriation by $977 to equal the amount given to both libraries.
II.  Brenda Needham – Superintendent, Rivendell School District
Needham introduced herself to the Board and gave a brief background of her education and work history.  She spoke about the district’s elementary, middle, high school and school board.  At this time the school board and budget finance committee are working on the budget and taking a very conservative approach trying to level fund as much as possible.  Needham is exploring opportunities with area school districts to reduce costs.
III.  Steve Allen – Assessor

Allen submitted a manual of the 2010 Statistical Update of Assessing Values to the Board and a copy for the Department of Revenue.
Allen reported that he completed two land use change tax applications that are ready for processing.  He has also completed an application for placing land in current use.

The Board discussed the assessing contract.  The minor changes that were made were acceptable with the Board and the one-year contract was signed.

Tom Thomson – Bridge Information
Thomson reported that he had spoken with Tim Ruggles and received quotes for steel.  The Board reviewed quotes from Cohen Steel, Isaacson Steel and Capitol Steel.  Thomson suggested the Board purchase weathered steel and have it delivered to Quinttown Road prior to mud season.  The Board agreed that weathered A588 steel would be best and Dalton will convey the decision to Ruggles.

IV.  Conservation Commission – Current Use Change Tax discussion
Dalton explained that the Budget Advisory Committee and the Board discussed the placing of a warrant article(s) in the town report to place some of the land use change tax monies into a bridge replacement account.  A possible 80/20 split would help alleviate the burden of further bridge replacement costs.
After discussing the pros and cons of changing the entire amount of these funds going to the conservation commission for rural enhancement to bridge replacement it was decided to place the article(s) in the town report for public vote.

VI.  Old Business

A.  Paul Dalton – Report

Dalton reviewed the Selectboard report and stated that he has notified the Planning Board that they need to get their report in this week.
B.  Tom Steketee – Report

Steketee referred to an e-mail received from Attorney Sluka regarding the Patton property.  A motion of contempt has been filed by Lebanon with regards to Patton putting junk vehicles on his property there when a court order instructed him to remove them.  Orford has the opportunity to also file a motion of contempt with the possibility of having both cases heard together.  
After a brief discussion, the Board decided to find out the extent of the obligation with such a process.  Steketee will speak with Attorney Waugh.

C.  Paul Goundrey – Report
Goundrey stated that B. Schwaegler contacted him about the parking area for the Orford Heritage Trail on Indian Pond Road.  He asked the Board for approval for plowing the parking lot during cleanup after snow storms.  The Board agreed and  Goundrey will speak with C. Waterbury regarding this.

The Board went into executive session at 7:28 pm to discuss a legal matter
The Board resumed the regular meeting at 7:40 pm.
